14A-CREDIT HOURS COVERED IN S-59-111-15

Credit hours which are covered in the following legislation:  “Section 59-111-15 – State-supported colleges or universities and state-supported post-high school vocational or technical colleges are authorized to provide assistance for educational expenses, including the payment, reimbursement, or remission of tuition or fees, to its permanent faculty and staff.  The assistance authorized by this section is not considered a perquisite of office or employment.  Permanent faculty and staff are not entitled to assistance provided in this section for more than four credit hours a semester.  The credit hours generated by individuals receiving assistance under this section may not be used in computing the higher education funding formula and may not have an impact on the level of funding an institution receives.”  Institutions are required to report separately to the Commission all credit hours generated under this legislation.  These credit hours are then subtracted from the CHEMIS generated Student Credit Hour Production Report.

14B-CREDIT HOURS GENERATED OUTSIDE OF SOUTH CAROLINA

Credit hours generated outside South Carolina, including off-shore locations, will be included for formula funding to the extent that such credit hours are not funded from external sources, except the credit hours resulting from non-conventional means (e.g., via television or other media including print) will not be included in such calculations.  In this context, “credit hours” include those generated through the use of institutional faculty (including adjuncts or temporary appointments) for instructional or research purposes at out-of-state locations as well as those generated otherwise at such locations through contractual or exchange agreements.  Institutions are required to report separately to the Commission all credit hours generated outside South Carolina.  (Adopted by CHE March 1, 1989).  These credit hours are then subtracted from the CHEMIS generated Student Credit Hour Production Report.

14C-CREDIT HOURS FOR RESIDENTS SIXTY YEARS OF AGE RECEIVING FREE TUITION

Credit hours which are covered in the following legislation:  “Section 59-111-350- Persons attending classes under the provisions of this article (ARTICLE 5 – Free Tuition for Residents Sixty Years of AGE), on a space available basis without payment of tuition, shall neither be counted in the computation of enrollment for funding purposes nor considered on a formula basis for the issuance of capital improvement bonds.”  Institutions are required to report separately to the Commission all credit hours generated under this legislation.  These credit hours are then subtracted from the CHEMIS generated Student Credit Hour Production Report.
